Elijah 

was a prophet 
of God. Do you know what 
a prophet does? How 
would you find out? 

 
You can find this story in 1 
Kings 18 and 19 in your Bible. 
Why not check it out? 
 
In the story, Elijah starts out 
scared and thinks he is all on 
his own. Do you ever feel 
like that? How can you help 
yourself to remember God is 
with you? 
 

Elijah seems to have forgotten 
The amazing things God has done 

And keeps missing the amazing 
Things God is still doing. 

What do you think God is doing? 
Who is He helping and how? 

 
 

In the end, God speaks to Elijah and gives him some 
Important jobs to do. He also reminds him that 

He isn’t alone, and that there are loads of people 
Who can be his friends and help him. 

 
How do you think Elijah should feel knowing that? 

Does this story help you to know God better?  
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Can you add the food and drink that God provided? You can find 
out what it was at 1 Kings 19: 6 



Go series 10 – seek! 
 
Amos was a shepherd. He 

looked after sheep. He was not 
someone who had special training in public 
speaking or a degree in Biblical theology. But 
God wanted him to deliver a message. 
Do you think Amos was the right person to do 
it? Why? 

 
You can find this story in a book called Amos in 
your Bible. Why not check it out? 
 
In the story, Amos is given a message by God to tell 
God’s people. The message is a bit uncomfortable 
because God is not happy with the way they are 
behaving. THE PEOPLE ARE STILL SAYING THE RIGHT 
THINGS, BUT NOT REALLY DOING THEM. 
Which do you think is more important: what you say or what you do? 

 
How do you know what God wants 

you to do? 
Does God ask you to do easy things 

or difficult things? 
 
 

Amos tells the people God doesn’t 
like listening to the songs His 

people are singing to Him when 
they are also treating each other 

badly.  
 

WHAT CAN WE DO THIS WEEK TO 
SHOW GOD’S LOVE TO OTHERS?  
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Go series 11 – walk! 
 
Isaiah was a prophet. 

Do you know what a prophet 
does? 
One of the amazing things Isaiah did was to 
make predictions about what Jesus was 
going to be like – but this was hundreds of 
years before Jesus was around! 

 
You can find this story in a book called 
Isaiah in your Bible. Why not check it 
out? 
 
Isaiah said loads of things about what 
God was doing for His people. One thing he said that His people have now “seen a great 
light.” What do you think that means? What is good about seeing the light? 
 

He also talks about a special baby who is going to be 
Born. Who do you think this baby will be? 
You can see what Isaiah says about him in 

Isaiah 9: 6-7 in your Bible. 
 
 

Isaiah thinks this baby will make a huge 
Difference to God’s people. 

What do you think? 
 

Why would God need to send a baby? 
 

What should God do to help His people?  
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Go series 12 – Settle! 
 
Jeremiah was from the 

Southern Kingdom of Judah, 
but things weren’t quite that simple. 
God’s people had been following their 
own ways and not God’s; and they found 
themselves in a lot of bother. They had 
been forced to leave their land and 
their homes by their neighbours Babylon. 
Babylon were now ruling over them, so 
they were away in “exile.” Times were 
tough for Jeremiah and God’s people! 
 
God’s people had to wait a long time for God’s plan to come into action. Do you find it 
easy to wait? What sorts of things are hardest to wait for? 
 

Judah would have to spend 70 years in exile in Babylon. Jeremiah told them God wanted 
them to settle down, make the best 

of it and get used to where they 
were. He said they should do their 
best to love and serve the people 
in Babylon as they were there. Do 

you think this would be easy? 
 
 

How could you love and serve the 
people where you are? Like in your 

home… street… school… clubs 
and activities? 

Probably the most famous verse in 
the 

book of Jeremiah is 29:11 
What plans do you think God has 

for you? 
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
