You can find this story in Exodus 3 in your Bible. Why not 
check it out? 

 
Moses didn’t 
really want to do what God was asking to start 
off with. Do you know why not? 
 
What sorts of things do you find hard to do? Do 
you think God could help with them? 
 

 
 
 
In the end Moses did what he was 
asked to. God promised to be there 
with him and to help. God kept his 
promise again. Do you know what 
happened next? Check out 
Deuteronomy 34: 10-12 to see 
something about what Moses managed 
to do! 
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Go series 5 – Share! 
 
Moses 

has led God’s 
people out from Egypt 
and free from slavery. 
They have seen miracles, 
and experienced God’s 
power and protection. 
Do you think God’s 
people would be happy? 
Why /not?	 

 
You can find this story in 
Exodus 16 in your Bible. 
Why not check it out? 
 
God heard His people complaining that they were hungry. He wanted to help. He told them 
there would be food for them every morning. Do you think they believed him? Why / not? 
 

What helps you to trust in someone? Should the people trust in God? Should you? 
 
 

 
 
In the end, the people got 
their food every morning. 
They had enough for the 
day, but when they took 
too much to store it for 
later, it went off. 
In the Lord’s prayer, we 
say “give us today our daily 
bread.” What do you think 
that means? 
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Go series 6 – hear! 

 
Samuel is only 
young in today’s 
story, but God 
has amazing plans 
for him. The story 
starts off with a 
wise older man 
named Eli who 
helps Samuel to 
recognise God’s 
calling. Who are 
the wise older 
people who can help you find out more about God? 

 
You can find this story in 1 Samuel 3 in your Bible. 
Why not check it out? 
 
Samuel was helping Eli in the temple, even though 
he didn’t know much about God yet. Do you think 
he had the right idea? Why / why not? 
 

Samuel heard God’s call and said “speak; I’m 
listening.” Do you think you would have done the 
same? Do you want to hear what God has to say? 

How could you do that? 
 

Later on it says that when Samuel grew up, God let 
none of his words fall to the ground. That means 

when he spoke it was really wise and helpful. 
Wouldn’t it be so cool to be super wise?! How did 

that happen for Sam?

Well he 
was a good 
king, but 
eventually his 
son Solomon 
had to take 
over. Solomon 
had some big 
plans!

Pretty much the first thing Solomon did 
when he became king was to order that a 
massive temple (kind of like a church!) be 
made. It was to be made with the best and 
most expensive stuff by the most skilled 
craftsmen. Do you think this was a good 
idea? Why / not? 
 

Solomon was famous for being very wise. 
Who do you know who is wise? Solomon 
didn’t always make the best decisions, but 

he did want to make sure the people could 
worship God properly.

temple to worship God. How can we give 
the best stuff to God today? Should we? 
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
