Jonah – one epic journey 
 
 

Jonah was asked by God to go to Nineveh – the capital city 
of an enemy country. God wanted him to tell the people to

God sent a storm and Jonah knew 
it was his fault, so he asked the sailors to throw him into 
the sea!
